Installers

There are two installers.
Standard installer
This is the installer recorded on the DVD-ROM.
When using this installer, each user must
configure the printer driver options.
Quick installer
This installer is created using the setup maker.
You can use the quick installer to install the
printer driver with customized settings. Users
can start using the printer driver to print from a
computer immediately without having to
configure the settings.
This is useful when a printer driver with the same
settings needs to be installed by many users.
This can also be used to manage and operate
this machine, such as setting the duplex printing
and monochrome printing settings to their
default values or restricting the use of color
printing.
